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The Portland Community Chorus has a heritage dating back to the 1950s and 1960s when it performed 
under the direction of Paul Vermel with the Portland Symphony Orchestra.  After a decade of dorman-
cy, the group was reorganized in 1978 by Joe Hayden, and was incorporated as a nonprofit organiza-
tion in the early 1980s.  

The group has expanded steadily over the last twenty-five years, and currently numbers 125 singers 
and 50 community supporters as it’s members.  Since 1978, the Chorus has been directed by several fine 
musicians:  Joel Hayden, Stewart Shuster, Daniel Junkin, and Judith Hunt Quimby.  In September 2004, 
Rob Westerberg joined the Chorus as its current Director. 

The Chorus performs a wide variety of music, typically offering festive, holiday fare in the late fall, and 
lighter choral works in the spring.   The Portland Community Chorus also serves as the core group for 
the Portland Symphony Orchestra’s Magic of Christmas Chorus, a Maine holiday tradition for more 
than 25 years.    And throughout the year, the Portland Community Chorus also brings its enthusiasm 
for song to area assisted-living and group homes in an active Outreach Program.

Rob Westerberg is Choral Director at York High School in York, Maine and Director 
of the Portland Community Chorus, having previously taught at Winnacunnet High 
School in Hampton, NH and Bellows Falls Union High School, VT. Mr. Westerberg 
holds a B.M. in Music Education from Keene State College and M.M. in Choral Con-
ducting from the University of Maine. He is past President of the Maine Music Edu-
cators Association, the Vermont Music Educators Association and the Vermont Cho-
ral Directors Association. Mr. Westerberg has managed District, All State and Eastern 

Division Choirs and served as chairman for the Maine All State Music Festival in both 2005 and 2006. 
Westerberg was a 2007 nominee for the Maine Arts Alliance Bill Bonyun Award for Arts Advocacy 
and is the 2010 recipient of the Keene State College Music Department’s Distinguished Alumni Award. 
During the 2005-2006 school year he served the Maine Department of Education in the rewriting and 
revision of the Maine Learning Results for the Visual and Performing Arts and has continued to work 
closely with Maine’s Arts Are Basic Coalition (ABC) to monitor legislation enhancing and promoting 
the growth of Arts education throughout the state.  Mr. Westerberg has also conducted the Portland 
Symphony Orchestra’s Magic Of Christmas Chorus, guest conducted nearly fifty Choirs throughout 
New England, and continues his tenure as Senior High Choral Director for MSYM; the University of 
Maine’s Summer Youth Music program in Orono.
